OVERVIEW:  The course is a weekly seminar to familiarize you with the academic literatures on American political parties and interest groups. It should prepare you to conduct your own research in related areas. The course will cover political parties in the electorate, as organizations, and in government as well as interest group mobilization and influence. We will also consider hot topics including polarization, primary nominations, and governance. We will focus primarily on empirical studies but also read some positive models and normative theory.

AUDIENCE:  The course is designed primarily for students of American national government but also should be relevant for public policy students, students of democratic theory, and comparative or IR students interested in party systems, political economy, state-society relations, social movements or NGOs. No specific previous coursework is required.

SEMINAR FORMAT:  I will lead discussion along with a different student leader for each session. I will situate the readings in the relevant literatures and note areas of current debate and potential openings for future research. Student leaders will be responsible for coming up with three discussion questions for the group. Every student should come to class prepared to discuss the readings. Each seminar will also include a brainstorming session for theory development and research proposals. Questions and reading reactions are always welcomed.

ASSIGNMENTS:  The primary assignment for the course will be an original research paper or research design on a topic related to parties or interest groups. Students will also be required to turn in two very short reading response papers and a literature review to identify puzzles, controversies, or holes in the literature in preparation for the research paper. The reading response papers will be associated with your turns as discussion leader and will be shared with the class. There will be no midterm or final. The goal of the assignments is to work toward a publishable research paper; I am willing to adapt to help you meet this goal. The final grade will be based on the following:
