Ed Robb left his position at the University of Missouri in 2002.  

This campaign categorically denies that Ed had anything to do with writing or cutting the education budget.  Prior to his retirement, Ed’s role in the budgetary process was to tell the legislature how much money they would have - not how they would spend it.  Ed’s contribution has always been limited to providing economic analysis and revenue forecasts, not advice on appropriations.  Any suggestion otherwise is completely false.
